Anotace prednasky:

There are at least two angles of vision for examining questions of gender, justice
and neoliberalism. One is to ask how gender justice, in the widest and deepest
meanings of that phrase, fares under neoliberal policy. From another angle, we
might ask: How do neoliberals frame the question of gender justice? What is the
neoliberal version of feminism? Addressing this question requires that we
consider the multiple versions of neoliberalism: (1) the social democratic
version that combines neoliberal economic policies with multicultural equality
politics, represented by Hillary Clinton (2) the hybrid center right version that
joins anti tax and anti regulationist fervor to religious and/or moral
conservatism, represented by Sarah Palin, and (3) the pure libertarian version
represented by Ayn Rand. In this lecture, I will address the gender and sexual
politics of that Queen of Capitalist Passion, Ayn Rand. Examining her novels The
Fountainhead and Atlas Shrugged, and the films based on them, will help us
understand the appeal of her work at this moment of late capitalist crsis.
